Today's Early Literacy Skillis Phenological Awareness. This skill
means knowing words are broken up into different sounds. Rhythm can be a
great way to break up the sounds in words. You can use clapping, stomping, or
any other kind of movement while sounding out parts of words.

Try adding rhythm to any simple rhyme you know. Clap or stomp your
feet on every syllable of each word. Try saying the rhyme fast and slow, still
clapping on every syllable. Is it harder to go fast or slow?

Here is an example of a simple nursery rhyme broken up into it's sylla-
bles {the X denotes where to clap):

“Humpty Dumpty”
